10s Crews, minimum of 8 paddlers to maximum of 10 paddlers + 2 reserves plus
drummer and steerer.

20s Crews, minimum of 16 paddlers to a maximum of 20 paddlers + 4 reserves plus
drummer and steerer.

Sports Mixed Crews

20’s crews are min of 2 male/non-binary paddlers to a max of 10. Drummer
and steerer can be any gender. Two clubs may combine and compete as one
crew as long as there are more than four (4) paddlers from each club — the
sweep and drummer will come from either club. A club may borrow a maximum
of four (4) paddlers from another club. If your club has a sweep or drummer,
you must use them.

Sports Women Crews

20’s Crews all paddlers, drummer and sweep must identify as female/non-
binary. Two clubs may combine and compete as one crew as long as there are
more than four (4) paddlers from each club — the sweep and drummer will come
from either club. A club may borrow a maximum of four (4) paddlers from
another club. If your club has a sweep or drummer, you must use them.

10’s Crews all paddlers, drummer and sweep must identify as female/non-
binary. Two (2) clubs may combine if there are more than two (2) paddlers
from each club or borrow if less than 2 paddlers.

Open Crew
10’s crews are minimum of 8 paddlers to maximum of 10 paddlers + 2 reserves
plus drummer and steerer. All paddlers, drummer and sweep can be any gender.

Mens Crew

10’s crews are minimum of 8 paddlers to maximum of 10 paddlers + 2 reserves
plus drummer and steerer. All paddlers must identify as male/non-binary. Three
(3) clubs may combine to form a team in this category, the drummer and steerer
must be from any of the three clubs.

SWEEPS

All teams must use a DBNSW accredited steerer. Steerers must have their names
recorded by the Chief Marshall. Level 3 steerers must wear the orange safety
vests if they have not swept a turn race previously.

Clubs must provide their own steerers. If for some reason a club can’t provide their
own steerer, they may borrow a Level 3 steerer from another club.
